These exporters are expected to represent 86% of global trade this year.

Australiaand Canada have posted strong sal es as demand for wheat has strengthened. Argentinais
more than one million tons ahead of last year's pace owing to strong sales to Middle Eastern
markets. Alternatively, the EU is behind pace this year because of concerns over tight supplies of
guality wheat and high domestic priceswhile U.S. sales have strengthened somewhat after aninitial
slow pace.

WORLD WHEAT SITUATION AND OUTLOOK

World wheat trade in 2000/01 is estimated down 4.5 million tons from last year to 106.9 million.
Globa production is down 9 million tons while consumption is almost unchanged. Despite aglobal
stocks drawdown in 2000/01 of more than 17.5 million tons, stocks in the five major exporting
countries are down only 4.8 million tons.

Over the past month, wheat prices have increased slightly. Early January export quotes for #2 HRW
FOB Gulf averaged about $135 per ton. World wheat trade in 2000/01 is forecast up slightly from

last month because of an increase in imports from the Ukraine and a few other countries. Global
production is down 1.5 million tons from last month.

WORLD RICE SITUATION AND OUTLOOK

Globd ricetradefor 2001 isprojected at 23.4 million tons, nearly unchanged from the previousyear.
Worldwide consumption in 2000/01 will increase narrowly year to year by 2.5 million tons. However
global production is forecast to decline by 12.5 million tons (rough basis), largely due to a decrease
inthe estimate for China s 2000/01 production to thelowest in fiveyears. Thisresultsina5.9 million
ton declinein projected global ending stocks which is mostly accounted for by China and, therefore,
isnot likely to have a significant affect on international prices.

Huge supplies held by major exporters along with stagnant import demand have kept prices trading
at recent record lows. Theinternational market was quiet through the holiday season leaving nominal
price quotes for Asian milled rice nearly unchanged. Over the past 6 weeks Thai 100B has ranged
from $189 to $191 (FOB), while Viet 5% has ranged from $169 and $170 (FOB).

Theexport pricesfor U.S. long grain grade #2/4 percent has not changed month to month and remains
at $287 (FAS) per ton. Export pricesfor U.S. medium grain #1/4 Californiarice have aso remained
constant, holding at $210 per ton.

WORLD COARSE GRAINS SITUATION AND OUTLOOK

World coarse grain trade for 2000/01 is projected down nearly 3 million tons to 101.2 million tons,
due to larger crops in several mgor importing countries, especially Brazil and Russia. World
production is expected to drop sharply as reductions in Eastern Europe and China are only partially
offset by bigger crops in the United States, Brazil, and the EU. Global consumption is expected to
continueto grow to record levelsand global carryout stocks areforecast down nearly 24 million tons.

Global corn trade is projected to be down marginally, at 72.1 million tons. US exports are projected
to increase morethan 5 million tonsfrom 1999/00 levels, largely because of reduced competition from
Chinaand Eastern Europe. World barley trade isforecast to remain robust as Mid Eastern and North
African demand continues strong. The EU will remain the largest supplier, although Australia and
Canada are forecast to increase exports.

$100 aton.
