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Wheat 0 Coarse Grain

With expected bumper crops, the EU-25 will return as a net grain exporter in 2004/05.
For wheat, an expected record harvest will allow exports to jump by over 5 million tons,
creating stronger competition for other major exporters in key Mediterranean markets
such as Egypt. Domestic prices have falen considerably in the last few months, making
EU exports more competitive. Greater supplies will also reduce EU-25 import demand,
with purchases from Canada and the United States expected to fall.

For coarse grains, larger domestic crops, as well as greater availability of wheat for
feeding, will greatly reduce EU-25 imports. Sorghum imports are expected to virtually
disappear, and corn imports, primarily from South America, are expected to drop by 50
percent. Barley exports are expected to double next year, creating strong competition for
Ukraine, Russia, and Australiain North African and Middle Eastern markets.

WHEAT: WORLD MARKETS AND TRADE

MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS:

Record U.S. Wheat Exports to Sub-Saharan Africa: Reduced competition from the EU-25
and Black Sea suppliers helped U.S wheat exports to Sub-Saharan Africa surge in Marketing
Year (MY) 2003/04. Exports to Nigeria climbed to a new high, with the United States capturing
over 90 percent of this market compared to 75 percent last year. South Africa emerged as an
important market, importing almost half a million tons of U.S. wheat, the largest amount in
nearly a decade. Additionally, many other small importers purchased larger quantities of U.S
wheat. Food aid shipments, primarily to Ethiopia, also expanded this year.

PRICES:

Domestic: Hot dry weather and rumors of purchases by China helped prices to peak during the
first week May. However, as the start of the winter wheat harvest gained momentum, prices took
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a downward slide during the second week. For the rest of May, prices mildly recovered due to
continued hot dry weather and expected low harvest yields, but downward pressure from a
rapidly progressing early harvest and improving weather in spring wheat regions thwarted the
chance of a full recovery back to early May prices.

For the week ending June 4, average HRW and SRW prices were $14 a ton and $18 a ton lower,
respectively, than those in the first week of May. HRS prices lost $5 a ton while SWW ended
the month with a loss of $6 a ton.

MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS:

Burma Rice Exports Plummet: Despite rising stocks and relatively low domestic prices,
Burma’s exports are expected to shrink to a mere 100,000 tons as the government-imposed
export ban is now expected to extend until at least March 2005.

China Update: Despite a reduction in the 2003/04 production estimate, imports are revised
down 300,000 tons to 1.0 million. This reflects both cancelled sales and import pace through
April. It seems that the release of government-held stocks, which amounted to almost 2 million
tons January through April, achieved the government’s goal of stabilizing domestic prices,
thereby decreasing the immediate need for imports. The government has also implemented
longer-term strategies for increasing grain production. For example, it will provide a direct
subsidy to grain farmers and, in Jilin and Heilongjiang provinces, the farmers are currently
exempt from paying the agriculture tax. Meanwhile, 2004/05 production is forecast up year-to-
year, but was revised down slightly month-to-month.

PRICES:

International: World prices have eased over the last month as China retreated from the market
and cancelled contracts. Thai 100B is currently quoted at $235 per ton, FOB, and has been
hovering around this level for the last 4 weeks, down $10 from last month. Prices in Vietnam
have also weakened, with 5% quoted at $231 per ton, FOB, down $8 since last month. With
hopes fading for significant exports and subsidies, quotes for Indian 5% are down $15 to $255
per ton, FOB.

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COARSE GRAINS: WORLD MARKETS AND TRADE

MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS:

Malaysia Searches for Alternatives to Chinese Corn: After years of relying on Chinese corn
for over 90 percent of its import needs, Malaysia, the largest corn market in Southeast Asia, is
searching for alternatives as Chinese shipments have dried up. Although Malaysia has purchased
a significant quantity of U.S. corn (169,000 tons) for the first time in 5 years, high prices and
freight cost have discouraged further purchases. Turning to nearby suppliers, Malaysia has
bought corn from India, Thailand, and Indonesia. Since April, the country has also stepped up
purchases of Argentine corn. However, as regional supplies are limited and freight from South
America remains high, Malaysian feed millers are forced to buy increasing amounts of tapioca
and distiller’s dried grains (DDG) as substitutes for corn.

Sorghum Data Series Added: Effective this month, USDA has added data series for Chile and
Philippines. Chile imports over 50,000 tons each year, mostly from Argentina. Philippines has
erratic imports, ranging from 61,000 tons to zero. The United States and Australia have been
principal suppliers but Brazil has shipped nearly 18,000 tons this year, likely as a substitute for
Chinese corn or feed wheat.

Significant revisions were made to sorghum trade and consumption data for Australia, Taiwan,
and Thailand.

Import licenses for
EU countries increased about 123,000 tons from the end of April to the first week in June.
However, based on U.S., Argentine, and Brazilian data, it is likely that shipments had already
been made and that these licenses were to custom-clear sorghum held in bonded warehouses in
the EU. Also, exports and sales to Mexico were lackluster in May.

OTHER NOTES

Stocks: Unless otherwise stated, stock data are based on an aggregate of differing local
marketing years and should not be construed as representing world stock levels at a fixed point in
time.

Consumption: World totals for consumption reflect total utilization, including food, seed,
industrial, feed, and waste; as well as differences in marketing year imports and marketing year
exports. Consumption statistics for regions and individual countries, however, reflect food, seed,
industrial, feed, and waste only.

EU Consolidation: The trade figures for the EU-25 for the years 1999/00 through 2002/03 are
inflated by the two-way trade between the two groups (EU-15 and acceding 10). Over the past 6
years, this “intra-trade” has averaged about 700,000 tons for wheat, 350,000 tons each for corn
and barley, and 150,000 tons for rye. The trade figures also include intra-trade between members
of the acceding 10. From 2003/04 onward, all intra-trade has been removed.

Statistics: (1) Wheat trade statistics include wheat, flour, and selected products on a grain
equivalent basis. (2) Rice trade statistics include rough, brown, milled, and broken on a milled
equivalent basis. (3) Coarse grains statistics include corn, barley, sorghum, oats, rye, millet, and
mixed grains but exclude trade in barley malt, millet, and mixed grains.
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Unaccounted: This term includes grain in transit, reporting discrepancies in some countries, and
trade to countries outside the USDA database.

The Grain and Feed Division, Commodity and Marketing Programs, Foreign Agricultural
Service, USDA, Washington DC 20250, prepared this circular. Information is gathered from
official statistics of foreign governments and other foreign source materials, reports of U.S.
