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Argentine Wheat Exports Surge With Greater Supply
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Recovering wheat production in Argentina has boosted exports, and with reduced Brazilian
demand, more of these exports have been flowing to Mediterranean, African, and even
Asian markets. Argentina's resurgence into these markets has increased competition,
especially with the European Union and United States.

During the last few months, the combination of large, late-season, old-crop supplies and
prospects for an even better new crop has pushed down prices, with FOB Buenos Aires
more than $40 below Gulf HRW. Although some of the price competitiveness has been lost
by near-record freight rates, Argentine wheat has still been quite attractive, especialy in
Egyptian tenders. GASC (Egypt’'s state grain purchaser) has already bought over a million
tons so far this year, the largest amount ever.

MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS:

Wheat Intervention Stocks in Hungary and the Czech Republic Begin To Grow: Since
intervention opened on November 1, over 2 million tons of wheat have already been offered,
primarily in the new member states of Hungary and the Czech Republic. In past years, before
Hungary and the Czech Republic joined the European Union, very little had been offered this
early in the season. But this year with a record EU grain harvest, falling domestic prices, and the
absence of export subsidies for wheat, farmers have found intervention prices attractive. Perhaps
in response to these growing stockpiles, the Commission announced that wheat sold out of
intervention would be reimbursed the transportation cost to the port of Constanza in Romania.

Ocean Freight Rates Close to Breaking Record: Rates for Panamax size ships on the U.S.
Gulf to Japan benchmark route are close to breaking the record $80 per ton reached in February
2004. Strong demand for coal, iron ore, and grain by China and other Pacific Rim countries is
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straining the current bulk shipping capacity of the world’s fleet. Rates have jumped by $30 per
ton since this summer.

PRICES:

Domestic: Prices of high-quality wheats trended up throughout November but then tailed off
with more Southern Hemisphere supplies and favorable winter wheat conditions in the Northern
Hemisphere.

For the week ending December 3, average HRW prices were $7 a ton lower than a month earlier,
while SRW prices were $3 a ton lower. HRS prices dropped $5 a ton while SWW ended the
month with a gain of $3 a ton.

e EU-25 down 500,000 tons to 15.5 million due to stronger competition in key markets and
uncompetitive prices caused by a strong euro and the absence of export subsidies.

RICE: WORLD MARKETS AND TRADE

PRICES:

International: Asian prices continue to trend up. Thai 100B accelerated $27 over the last
month largely as a result of the government intervention program, which introduced a new
round of purchases November 1 at a higher purchase price. Thai prices are also up on the
strengthening of the Thai baht and reduced crop prospects due to dry weather in the Northeast.
Quotes are currently at $284 per ton, FOB. Viet 5% prices also edged higher by $4, to $235
per ton, FOB. However, Vietnam has relatively tight exportable supplies until the winter-spring
crop is harvested in February. Meanwhile, Indian 5% quotes are up $8 to $255 per ton. India
remains relatively withdrawn from the white rice market.

International Rice Price Quotes
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Domestic: U.S. prices continue to trend down thereby narrowing the spread between U.S. and
Asian prices. U.S. #2/4 long grain milled rice is currently quoted at $329 per ton, FOB, down
$6 from last month. The spread between similar qualities of U.S. and Thai prices has shrunk to
$45 per ton. However, with Viet prices slow to increase, the spread between similar qualities
of U.S. and Vietnam continues to be close to $100 per ton. Prices for U.S. #1/4 medium grain
milled rice from California are quoted at $300 per ton, FOB, down $25 from last month.
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TRADE CHANGES IN 2005

Selected Exporters

Australia is cut 50,000 tons to 250,000 as exports are unlikely to rebound from the
previous year due to tight supplies.

Vietnam is up 150,000 tons to 3.9 million due to increased price competitiveness.

TRADE CHANGES IN 2004

Selected Exporters

Australia is down 50,000 tons to 225,000 based on a lackluster pace largely due to a
slow recovery from drought.

Thailand is raised 200,000 tons to a record 10.0 million based on export pace to date,
particularly to the Middle East and Africa.

Vietnam is raised 200,000 tons to 4.2 million based on an exceptional pace to date.

Selected Importers

Angola, Ghana, Guinea, and Mozambique are raised based on expanded shipments.
Indonesia is reduced 100,000 tons to 700,000 as the government-imposed import ban
continues to limit trade, including smuggling, in an effort to support higher producer

prices.

Kenya is boosted 75,000 to 250,000 tons as a result of increased shipments from Pakistan
and Vietnam.

Malaysia is up 75,000 tons to a record 800,000 tons as the government seeks to rebuild
stocks.

Senegal is raised 50,000 to 800,000 due to increased import demand.

MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS:

U.S. Corn Continues Its Slide: Despite falling prices, the estimate for U.S. corn exports is
lowered by 1.0 million tons to 51.0 million, on the basis of easing import demand and greater
competition from Ukraine. Mexico’s imports are expected to drop by half a million tons, and
Canada’s and South Africa’s are decreasing by 100,000 tons each, all as a result of larger local
supplies. Although U.S. Gulf export bid prices have reached a 2 2 year low recently, the
abundance of global feed grains and soaring freight costs are curbing U.S. corn export prospects,
as evidenced by the lagging commitments compared to a year ago.

EU Barley, Corn Intervention Offers
Soar: Offers into intervention (government) stocks have soared for barley and corn but reflect
different market dynamics.

Because the EU-15 is normally deficient in corn supplies, market prices are above the
intervention price and therefore little is offered for sale into intervention. However, new EU
surplus-producing Member States (Czech Republic, Hungary, and Slovakia) find themselves
with a shortage of suitable storage space, falling market prices, and a need for operating cash
payments. Most of the nearly 1 million tons of corn offered for intervention is in Hungary. As
with wheat, some of this unusual buildup may potentially be alleviated as a result of the
Commission’s approval of Constanza, Romania as an export point for intervention grain
transport subsidies.

For barley, however, the main producing areas are in the EU-15. Here, there are ample
intervention storage facilities, especially since rye is no longer eligible for intervention, and
farmers have less need for operating cash from these sales because of government payments.
However, large supplies of feed-quality wheat are available from a record crop, displacing barley
and depressing feed grain prices, which in turn makes intervention more attractive. In the past,
the EU has often had 3-5 million tons of barley intervention stocks but these have been pulled

OTHER NOTES

Stocks: Unless otherwise stated, stock data are based on an aggregate of differing local
marketing years and should not be construed as representing world stock levels at a fixed point in
time.

Consumption: World totals for consumption reflect total utilization, including food, seed,
industrial, feed, and waste; as well as differences in marketing year imports and marketing year
exports. Consumption statistics for regions and individual countries, however, reflect food, seed,
industrial, feed, and waste only.

EU Consolidation: The trade figures for the EU-25 for the years 1999/00 through 2002/03 are
inflated by the two-way trade between the two groups (EU-15 and acceding 10). Over the past 6
years, this “intra-trade” has averaged about 700,000 tons for wheat, 350,000 tons each for corn
and barley, and 150,000 tons for rye. The trade figures also include intra-trade between members
of the acceding 10. From 2003/04 onward, all intra-trade has been removed.

Statistics: (1) Wheat trade statistics include wheat, flour, and selected products on a grain
equivalent basis. (2) Rice trade statistics include rough, brown, milled, and broken on a milled
equivalent basis. (3) Coarse grains statistics include corn, barley, sorghum, oats, rye, millet, and
mixed grains but exclude trade in barley malt, millet, and mixed grains.
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Unaccounted: This term includes grain in transit, reporting discrepancies in some countries,
and trade to countries outside the USDA database.
