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Severe drought in Australia this year is decimating grain crops, curtailing exports and 
causing major price and trade impacts on global grain markets.  For wheat, Australia is 
one of the world’s largest suppliers but exports are now forecast to drop by a third.  This 
will likely mean sharply reduced shipments to Mediterranean markets such as Egypt and a 
greater focus on traditional Asian destinations. A dearth of Australian supplies will 
exacerbate an already very tight global situation and result in even further drawdowns in 
exporters’ stocks (which typically impact world prices).  This has already caused prices to 
soar to the highest levels in a decade. As the world’s largest barley exporter for the past 3 
years, sharply lower exportable supplies will support higher prices and cause demand to 
shift to European and Black Sea region suppliers.   For rice, Australia had returned as a 
significant player in the medium-grain market. However, with production forecast to 
plunge nearly two-thirds, importers will have to source more medium-grain rice from the 
United States, Egypt, and China.

MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS:   
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% Year to Year Change in Ending Stocks Exporter Stocks Continue To Shrink:  
Drastic deterioration in the Australian crop is 
further tightening the world wheat situation, 
causing stocks in the major exporting 
countries to fall below the benchmark low 
level of 1995/96.  Stocks are expected to 
decline in every major exporter, pushing 
prices to the highest levels in a decade.  In the 
European Union, milling wheat has been sold 
out of intervention storage at 25 percent ($33) 
above acquisition costs. U.S. ending stocks are 
now forecast to drop to a 10-year low.   
 
 
 
PRICES:  
 
Domestic: For September, prices rose for most classes, especially at the end of the month as 
supplies continued to tighten in many of the world’s major exporters, especially Australia.  For 
soft wheat, very strong export demand also supported prices and continued to narrow the 
hard/soft wheat price spread.  For the month, Soft Red Winter (SRW) prices rose $18 per ton and 
Soft White (SWW) prices rose $17.  Hard Red Winter (HRW) rose $4 per ton, while Hard Red 
Spring (HRS) prices fell $2. 
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TRADE CHANGES IN 2006/2007  
 
Selected Exporters 
 

• Argentina is up 500,000 tons to 9.0 million on robust shipments of old crop supplies in 
recent months and very strong new crop sales. 

 
• Australia is down 4.5 million tons to 13.0 million as drought-ravaged production is 

expected to significantly curtail exports.  
 

• Canada is up 1.5 million tons to 20.5 million as production is raised this month and 
supplies are plentiful enough to replace Australian sales in key Asian markets.   

 
• EU-25 is up 500,000 tons to 16.0 million despite a downward revision in production.   

Wheat export licenses are currently nearly 30 percent ahead of last year’s pace, despite 
zero subsidy.  With exports expected to wane from the Black Sea region during the 
second half of the trade year, coupled with less competition from Australia, this should 
create more opportunities to export European supplies to key Mediterranean markets.  

  
• Kazakhstan is up 500,000 tons to 5.0 million.  Production is expected to be up from last 

year, and very high world prices will likely result in greater exports outside the Former 
Soviet Union.  

 
• United States is up 500,000 tons to 26.0 million. Despite sluggish sales, reduced 

competition from Australia is expected to boost sales and shipments in coming months. 
 
Selected Importers 

 
• Brazil is up 200,000 tons to 7.0 million as production has fallen to only half of the level 

of 2 years ago.   
 
• Egypt is down 200,000 tons to 7.0 million on very high world prices and the slow pace 

of purchases by GASC (General Authority for Supply Commodities).  
 

• Nigeria is down 400,000 tons to 3.9 million.  Although consumption is still expected to 
expand, very high world prices and slow purchases to date indicate import growth will be 
less than previously anticipated.  

 
• South Africa is down 100,000 tons to 1.0 million as a sharply larger crop reduces import 

needs.

International:  Export prices 
in Thailand dropped sharply 
($10) because of the uncertain 
political climate, the 
Government’s need to dispose 
of 3 million tons of 
intervention stocks, and the 
unease over the unannounced 
intervention support price.  
Indian prices are also down; 
5% is currently quoted at $258 
per ton, FOB, off $5 from last 
month.   
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Conversely, Viet 5% is 
currently quoted at $271 per 
ton, FOB, up $6 due to 
tightening supplies and loading 
delays, caused by the monsoon.   
 
Domestic:  U.S. #2/4 long 
grain milled rice is quoted at 
$428 per ton, FOB.  The spread

ton this time last year.  Various traders have indicated that perhaps some U.S. producers are 
holding supplies for a number of reasons including expectation of even higher prices to help 
cover the increased costs of production and limited government support payments.  Prices for 
U.S. medium grain rose with #1/4 medium grain milled rice from California quoted at $525 per 
ton, FOB, $50 more than last month.   The California harvest continues with more than 58 
percent complete.

• Australia is down 75 percent to only 150,000 tons as exportable supplies are predicted to 
shrink.  Production is slashed 65 percent because of drought conditions.  

 
• China is up 100,000 to 900,000 tons with a predicted good exportable supply and the 

likelihood that the strong 2006 pace will carry over. 
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• Pakistan is up 400,000 to 4.3 million tons in expectation of ample exportable supplies.

MMT U.S. Oat Production Falls to Record Low   
United States To Import More Oats Than It 
Produces:  For the first time in history, U.S. oat 
imports are forecast to exceed domestic 
production as the oat crop has fallen to a record 
low. Acreage has continued to drop as better 
returns for other crops have caused farmers to 
switch out of oats. With a smaller crop and 
Canadian supplies at 7-year highs, imports are 
expected to surge to near-record levels. The 
shipment pace in recent months has already 
been very strong.  Most of the oats imported 
from Canada are used for milling into oatmeal 
and other products.

Domestic: September export bids for #2 
yellow corn were up $5 per ton to $120, 
supported by continued strong exports, 
expanding domestic demand, and high wheat 
prices.

TRADE CHANGES IN 2006/2007 
 
Selected Exporters 
 

Grain: World Markets and Trade, October 2006 
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• Brazil corn is raised 500,000 tons to 2.0 million (and by the same amount in 2005/06) 
because of a slowdown in poultry production and exports and strong international prices 
for corn. 

 
• Serbia and Montenegro corn is raised by 200,000 tons to 1.0 million--a record--based 

on record production and strong shipments to EU-25. The same change was made for 
2005/06. 

 
• Australian barley is lowered 1.5 million tons to 3.0 million on sharply lower production. 
 
• EU-25 barley is raised 500,000 tons to 3.5 million and Ukraine barley is up 200,000 

tons to a record 5.2 million because of sharply lower export availability from Australia. 
 

• Canada oats is raised 100,000 tons to 1.7 million on greater expected demand from the 
United States. 

 
Selected Importers 
 

• EU-25 corn is boosted by 500,000 tons to 3.0 million based on the early, rapid pace of 
import licenses. 

 
• Indonesia corn is raised 500,000 tons to 1.3 million because of a significant cut to 

production. 
 
• Mexico corn is cut by 700,000 tons to 6.3 million because of a larger crop. 
 
• South Korea corn is up by 200,000 tons to 8.9 million.   Very high wheat prices are 

likely to reduce imports for feeding. 
 

• Saudi Arabia barley is down 500,000 tons to 6.0 million because of tight exportable 
supplies in major exporters, particularly Australia, as well as ample stocks. 

 
• United States oats is up by 100,000 tons to 1.8 million on record low production. 

 
TRADE CHANGES IN 2005/2006 
 
Selected Exporters 
 

• United States corn is up 500,000 tons to 56.5 million because of continued strong 
shipments in September.  

 
• China corn is dropped 200,000 tons to 3.8 million, the lowest in 7 years. 

 
• Canada barley is lowered 400,000 tons to 1.9 million as a result of near-year end trade 

data.  A smaller crop in 2006 has reduced the size of shipments at the end of the trade 
year. 

Grain: World Markets and Trade, October 2006 
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• Ukraine barley is up 200,000 tons to 4.5 million on very strong new crop exports in 

recent months. 
• Australia sorghum is cut by 100,000 tons to 200,000 because of slow shipments late in 

the trade year, likely caused by tight feed grain supplies arising from Australia's current 
drought situation. 

 
• Canada oats is raised 300,000 tons to 1.7 million as strong demand from the United 

States and large supplies boosted new crop shipments in August and September. 
   

Selected Importers 
 

• EU-25, Morocco, Peru, South Africa, and South Korea corn are all adjusted based on 
recent trade data. Morocco and Peru imports are at record levels; South Africa is at the 
highest in 13 years. 

 
• Mexico corn is cut by 300,000 tons to 6.7 million--still a record--because of a larger crop 

and slower than anticipated shipments late in the season. 
 

• Morocco barley is cut by 200,000 tons to 500,000 tons.  Larger new crop supplies have 
led to reduced import shipments during the past few months.   

 
• Mexico sorghum is lowered 200,000 tons to 3.2 million because of slow shipments late 

in the season. Ample corn production plus imports (including cracked corn) appear to be 
sufficient to meet the country's feed grain needs. 

 
• United States oats is up by 200,000 tons to 1.8 million on very strong shipments from 

Canada in August and September.

Stocks:  Unless otherwise stated, stock data are based on an aggregate of differing local 
marketing years and should not be construed as representing world stock levels at a fixed point in 
time.  
 
Consumption:  World totals for consumption reflect total utilization, including food, seed, 
industrial, feed, and waste; as well as differences in marketing year imports and marketing year 
exports. Consumption statistics for regions and individual countries, however, reflect food, seed, 
industrial, feed, and waste only.  
 
EU Consolidation:  The trade figures for the EU-25 for the years 1999/00 through 2002/03 are 
inflated by the two-way trade between the two groups (EU-15 and acceding 10). Over the past 6 
years, this “intra-trade” has averaged about 700,000 tons for wheat, 350,000 tons each for corn 
and barley, and 150,000 tons for rye. The trade figures also include intra-trade between members 
of the acceding 10.  From 2003/04 onward, all intra-trade has been removed. 
 
Statistics:  (1) Wheat trade statistics include wheat, flour, and selected products on a grain 
equivalent basis.  (2) Rice trade statistics include rough, brown, milled, and broken on a milled 
equivalent basis.  (3) Coarse grains statistics include corn, barley, sorghum, oats, rye, millet, and 
mixed grains but exclude trade in barley malt, millet, and mixed grains.   
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Unaccounted:  This term includes grain in transit, reporting discrepancies in some countries, 
and trade to countries outside the USDA database.
