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After several years of tight world
wheat supplies, stocks are rebuilding
on the back of consecutive bumper
harvests.

A key difference from other periods
of world stock growth has been the
dramatic buildup in U.S. stocks
relative to stocks held by the
traditional foreign exporters
(Argentina, Australia, Canada, and
the EU). In just 5 years, U.S. stocks
have expanded over 50 percent (8.5
MMT), while traditional foreign
exporter stocks have fallen 30 percent
(14 MMT). With U.S. wheat priced
out of many markets, and with other
exporters unwilling to incur the cost
of holding stocks, U.S. stocks have
soared.

The United States is at a competitive
disadvantage Vis-a-vis other
traditional exporters. Canada has the
advantages of a “single desk” seller
that enable it to aggressively market
(price  differentiate) its  wheat.
Argentina, Australia, and the EU have
logistical and freight advantages to
nearby import markets.

newly-released trade data.

e Brazil’s 2009 exports are bumped by 200,000 tons to a record 650,000 on large October
shipments. Imports are also raised by 80,000 tons to 550,000 on import data.

e China’s 2010 exports are increased 200,000 tons to 1.5 million on large production
combined with large stocks and relatively high world prices.

e India’s 2010 exports are boosted 500,000 tons to 2.0 million on larger Middle Eastern
demand for basmati. Imports for 2009 are reduced to zero.

e Libya’s 2009 and 2010 imports are slashed by 150,000 tons and 170,000 tons to a mere
50,000 as Egypt’s export restrictions have reduced traditionally available supplies.

e Thailand’s 2009 exports are raised 100,000 tons to 8.6 million on shipments to date.
Imports for 2010 are bumped from nearly zero to 300,000 tons based on the continuation
of cross-border trade with Cambodia.

Local Marketing Years (LMY): LMY refers to the 12-month period following the main
harvest, when the crop is marketed (i.e., consumed, traded, or stored). The year first listed begins
a country's LMY for that commodity (2008/09 starts in 2008); except for summer grains in
certain Southern Hemisphere countries and for rice in selected countries, where the second year
begins the LMY (2008/09 starts in 2009). Key exporter LMY’s are:

Stocks: Unless otherwise stated, stock data are based on an aggregate of differing local
marketing years and should not be construed as representing world stock levels at a fixed point in
time.

Consumption: World totals for consumption reflect total utilization, including food, seed,
industrial, feed, and waste; as well as differences in local marketing year imports and local
marketing year exports. Consumption statistics for regions and individual countries, however,
reflect food, seed, industrial, feed, and waste only.

Trade: All PSD tables are balanced on the different local marketing years. All trade tables
contain Trade Year (TY) data which puts all countries on a uniform, 12-month period for
analytical comparisons: wheat is July/June; coarse grains, corn, barley, sorghum, oats, and rye
are Oct/Sept; and rice is calendar year.

EU Consolidation: The trade figures starting from 1999/00 represent EU-27 and exclude all
intra-trade. For the years 1960/61 through 1998/99, figures are the EU-15 and also exclude all
intra-trade. EU-15 member states' data for grains are no longer maintained in the official USDA
database. Data for the individual NMS-10, plus Bulgaria and Romania, exists only prior to
1999/00.

Statistics: (1) Wheat trade statistics include wheat, flour, and selected pasta products on a grain
equivalent basis. (2) Rice trade statistics include rough, brown, milled, and broken on a milled
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equivalent basis. (3) Coarse grains statistics include corn, barley, sorghum, oats, rye, millet, and
mixed grains but exclude trade in barley malt, millet, and mixed grains.

Unaccounted: This term includes grain in transit, reporting discrepancies in some countries,
and trade to countries outside the USDA database.
